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The Classcraft Study

SRI (a non-profit research organization) is partnering W ;
with Houghton Mifflin Harcourt (HMH) to conduct a S, ' /
large-scale study of HMH Classcraft. The project will L oo

involve up to 100 middle school English teachers
currently using Into Literature.

This study, which is funded by the U.S. Department
of Education, will assess whether HMH Classcraft:
e Improves teachers’ classroom management
practices;
¢ Increases students’ motivation and academic
engagement; and
e Improves students’ social-emotional and
behavioral skills.

Half of the participating teachers will be randomly assigned to implement Classcraft and receive
training and technical assistance for one year. The other half will be in a wait-list comparison group
and will implement typical instruction and classroom management practices. Classcraft will be
offered to teachers in the comparison group the following school year.

What does the study involve?

e Study participants will include two cohorts of English teachers in 10—15 middle schools across
two school years (first cohort starting in fall 2025).

e Teachers randomized to the Classcraft group will implement for one school year, in one class.

e SRl researchers will conduct assessments and observations in all participating classrooms
(Classcraft and comparison), including surveys with students and teachers.

¢ SRI researchers will also gather information about schoolwide behavioral and educational
outcomes from school records of disciplinary referrals and state achievement tests.

What will participating schools and staff be asked to do?
¢ In classrooms implementing Classcraft, teachers will participate in training and support
sessions with HMH staff.
o The Classcraft teachers will implement the program and use
the platform and materials.
¢ All participating schools will provide schoolwide behavioral
